The three bills the Iowa Youth Congress passed to present to the 83rd Iowa General Assembly were:
1. Increase of the compulsory high school dropout age from 16-17.
2. Coping Awareness and Prevention (CAP), a program for schools to deal with death and suicide.
3. Enabling Education Act, allowing immigrant students graduating from Iowa high schools to be charged at an in-state tuition rate while pursuing their education.
